}Only a few years after that successful North 
Carolina flight, some merchants in Fairbanks 
decided that a demonstration flight there could pay 
for itself. They arranged for James V. and Lilly 
Martin to bring their airplane from Seattle for such 
a flight on July 4, 1913.  



}Once at Fairbanks , Martin and his wife, who 
was England's first woman aviator, assembled 
their airplane. Martin took off from a ball 
park and flew the plane over Fairbanks at an 
altitude of 200 feet and speeds of up to 45 
miles per hour. Later the Martins lectured on 
flying at the Fairbanks opera house.

Begun in 1938, this was the first Army airfield in Alaska; the first Army Air Corps troops 

arrived in April 1940. Its World War II facilities were designed to fulfill 3 missions: cold 

weather experimental station; air depot for repair and testing of aircraft; and principal  

base in Alaska for the Air Transport Command
