Â The FITS program is under the Safer Skies program and 
compliant with Challenge 2000 and OMB Circular A-119, 
Federal Participation in the Development and Use of 
Voluntary Consensus Standards and in Conformity 
Assessment Activities.  

Â The FITS program is a collaboration of FAA, industry 
(manufacturers, training providers, universities, 
insurance companies, trade associations, etc) and the 
General Aviation Center of Excellence which seeks an 
evolutionary approach to change that is responsive to 
the pace of development in the general aviation 
community.
